Synopsis
The Folkestone earthquake of last April rekindled a debate on the extent to which earthquake resistant design is needed in the UK, a debate that dates back at least to the Colchester earthquake of 1884.  It was particularly timely, because important decisions with respect to the application of Eurocode 8 in the UK are imminent.  Some research has recently been completed to help the British Standards Institution make those decisions; the purpose of the meeting is both to brief the earthquake engineering community in the UK on the current state of play, and also to generate a debate – which we trust will be lively but constructive - on the actions that BSI proposes.

The end of September 2007 sees the publication for public enquiry by BSI of UK National Annexes to four of the six parts of EC8 and also of a BSI ‘Published Document’.  This PD sets out some of the background to the proposed National Annexes and gives guidance on seismic design in the UK, including where such design might be needed in the first place.  The National Annexes and PD are supported by two reports produced under the aegis of the Institution of Civil Engineers’ Research Enabling Fund; both will be freely downloadable from the SECED website from late September.  The first report is a major reappraisal of UK seismic hazard by the British Geological Survey and includes new seismic hazard maps for 475 year and 2500 year return periods.  The second report addresses the circumstances in which an explicit seismic design may be required in the UK; it reviews the earthquake provisions of other low seismicity regions and the evidence for the extent to which current construction practice in the UK gives adequate seismic protection.

The meeting will be addressed by three speakers, who have all been involved in the preparation of these documents. Dr Roger Musson of British Geological Survey Edinburgh led the UK seismic mapping study, and will present its methodology and results.  Dr Bryan Skipp is chair of the BSI sub-committee for EC8 and Edmund Booth is National Technical Contact for EC8; they will present the geotechnical and structural background to the UK National Annexes and PD for EC8.  The meeting will allow ample time for comment on the various documents presented; further details of how to obtain them in advance of the meeting are provided on the SECED website, www.seced.org.uk.
